Re:  Support for the Flatbrook TCA 
 
Dear Lisa: 
 
I am writing in support of a year round Trout Conservation Area (YRTCA) for the Flatbrook as 
proposed by Trout Unlimited for the following reasons: 
 

¶ By going with YRTCA regulations more trout will be available in this one stretch during the 

prime fishing months of June through August and that will increase angling opportunities. 

¶ With the loss of Limecrest this will be the only year round TCA in Sussex County, home to 

some of NJôs best trout waters. 

¶ These regulations will be limited to 1 ½ miles of a 28 mile river that has excellent public 

angling access along its entire length. 

¶ TCAs remain highly popular amongst trout anglers in the state and provide year round 

angling opportunities unlike general regulations waters. 

¶ One section of the proposed TCA will see restricted regulations while the other will see 

less restricted regulations, The proposal before the council has a good balance. 

¶ Proposed and fully funded in-stream restoration and habitat enhancement work by the 

Fred S Burroughs North Jersey chapter will enhance holding capabilities in large parts of this 
proposed TCA with work scheduled for later in 2011. 

¶ Supported by the State Council of Trout Unlimited as well as the NJ State Federation of 

Sportsmenôs Clubs to provide increased conservation practices along a small stretch of one 
of the stateôs best trout streams. 

¶ As YRTCAs receive fewer stocked trout than general regulations waters, more trout will 

be available to be stocked outside the proposed YRTCA for the anglers wishing to creel fish 
so that this group of anglers will not suffer as a result of these proposed changes. 

¶ The upper fly fish only stretch will remain and anglers will be able to creel fish per current 

regulations for that area. 
Trout Conservation Area have proven themselves to be popular with anglers, provide year 
round opportunities and increase anglers awareness of the opportunities available to anglers 
in NJ.   Changes like this increase the publics awareness of all of the opportunities for fishing 
in our state. 
 
Please consider these issues in recommending a new YRTCA for the Flatbrook River begin-
ning January 1, 2012.  The proposed YRTCA will bring increased angler participation as well 
as strong conservation measures to a river that is very popular all year long and a destination 
for both fly and spin anglers looking for trout fishing opportunities after their local stocked 
streams become too warm during the summer months.

Dear Fred S. Burroughs, North Jersey Chapter Member: 
 

Please visit our online action center now.  Protect adequate flows in the Mus-
conetcong River so that trout and other wildlife can survive throughout the year.  
 
Tell the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) to fix its draft 
Lake Hopatcong Flow Plan by removing the clause in the document that imperils trout 
and water quality without using scientific ration-
ale.  
 
 

WHY WE CARE  

The upper Musconetcong River is a 42-mile tribu-
tary of the Delaware River in northwest New Jer-
sey. It is a federally designated Wild and Scenic 
river and has exceptional value as a trout fishery. 
More than 25 of its tributaries contain native 
brook trout, a key indicator species of clean, cold 
water. This watershed is a New Jersey treasure 
and your voice is needed to help keep it that way.  
 
Flows into the upper river are controlled by a dam on the southern end of Lake Hopat-
cong. A Citizenôs Advisory Committee provided the DEP with an acceptable plan for 
the dam operations which balanced the needs of all stakeholders and protected river 
values. After reviewing the citizensô plan, The Lake Hopatcong Commission has re-
leased a draft Lake Hopatcong Water Level Management Plan (LHWLMP) and in-
serted a "low water" provision which could prove catastrophic to the water quality and 
aquatic habitat in the upper reaches of the river. 
 
WHAT YOU CAN DO  

Visit our online action center  by February 28  and tell New Jersey Department of 
Environmental Protection (DEP) Commissioner Bob Martin that the Musconetcong 
River system is irreplaceable and that you demand adequate flow protections for the 
upper Musconetcong by adopting the Citizens Plan as drafted and submitted without 
the ñlow waterò clause inserted by the DEP.

-    SAMPLE LETTER    - 
 
I am writing to request that the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) 

consider the following points when making its decision to protect the Musconetcong River 

from potentially damaging low flows except in an emergency: 

 

The Musconetcong River is a part of the national Wild and Scenic river system. 

The river is one of the premier trout streams in New Jersey and is stocked by the New Jersey 

Department of Fish and Wildlife and has tributaries with native brook trout and wild brown 

trout populations. Reductions in the riverôs flow have the potential to devastate the fishery. 

 

The Musconetcong River must be protected because it is a Category One water body, the high-

est level of protection afforded to a river under the stateôs stormwater regulations.  These anti-

degradation standards protect the river from measurable changes in water quality because of its 

exceptional ecological significance. 

 

The Musconetcong River receives treated effluent from two sewage treatment plants and ade-

quate river flow is needed to handle such discharges. 

 

The New Jersey DEP must withdraw the ñlow waterò paragraph of the proposed plan and con-

duct a scientific analysis of low flow conditions and its impact on aquatic habitat in the upper 

river between Lake Hopatcong and Lake Musconetcong.  A final determination must be based 

on sound science that protects trout and wildlife in the river.

NATIVE FISH ART AND

Students in grades 4 through 7 are invited 
to learn about New Jersey's native fish by 
participating in the NJDEP Division of Fish 
and Wildlife's 2011 Native Fish Art and 
Writing Contest.  
 
The purpose of this annual contest is to 
encourage children to learn about New 
Jersey's native fish species and their bio-
logical requirements, including the habi-
tats they need to survive. Participation in 
this contest can meet NJ Core Content 
Curriculum Standards Science 5.5: Grade 
4 - A.1, C.1; Grade 6 - C.1; Science 5.10: 
Grade 6 - A.1 (as based on Trout Life Cy-
cle from Trout in the Classroom Activity 
Guide). 
 
Participants must write an original short 
story about a year in the life of a native 
New Jersey fish of their choice and draw a 
scene from their story. The story must in-
clude accurate biological and ecological 
information about the fish, such as its 
habitat needs, food preferences, and be-
havioral characteristics. Stories must be 
typed and be at least 500 words long.  
 

The drawing must have a finished size of 
8.5 x 11 inches and can be done in acryl-
ics, pencils, watercolors, oil, oil pastels, 
crayons or ink. Creativity and originality in 
both the story and artwork will weigh 
heavily with judges, as will the use of 
proper grammar, sentence structure and 
spelling. 
 
First and second place winners from each 
grade level will receive a fishing rod and 
reel and a certificate. First place winners 
will also receive a youth membership in 
Trout Unlimited.  
 
All winners will be invited to the Pequest 
Trout Hatchery and Natural Resource 
Education Center on the Opening Day of 
Trout Season, April 9, 2011 for a special 
luncheon, awards ceremony and the op-
portunity to fish for trout in the Pequest 
Fishing Education Pond.

Mike Kaul, a western Wyoming native,

He is a 
Federation of Fly Fishers Certified casting 
instructor and conducts a fly fishing 
school in the Pinedale. 
 
Mike specializes in wade fishing and en-
joys the delights of stalking trout along a 
beautiful stream bank. He feels the ulti-
mate fly fishing experience is moving 
along a pristine trout stream, finding a shy 
trout, choosing the right fly, making the 
correct approach, executing a well placed 
cast, seeing the bubble and feeling the 
tug of a feisty trout on the line. Come to 
the March meeting and you will learn a lot 
about wade fish tactics and most impor-
tant enjoy the magnificent solace of a high 
mountain trout stream. 
 

ANOTHER DAM REMOVAL  
 
The NJ DEP has secured an agreement 
that will open up a large stretch of the 
Raritan River for fish spawning as com-
pensation for the public for harm to natu-
ral resources caused by past pollution at a 
refinery and three polymer plants that 
were operated by or affiliated with the El 
Paso Corp. 
 
The removal of the dams, financed and 
carried out by El Paso, will open up a 
nearly 10-mile stretch of the middle and 
upper Raritan to fish migrations for the 
first time in more than a century, at the 
same time expanding recreational oppor-
tunities along the river. 
 
The settlement marks an important first 
step in what the DEP hopes will become 
an even broader effort to enhance fish 
passage or remove additional dams in the 
Raritan and its tributaries, including the 
Millstone River.  
 
The fish to benefit most from the removal 
of the dams are American shad, American 
eel, herring, and striped bass. These spe-
cies once migrated in prodigious numbers 
through the gravelly shallows of the upper 
Raritan, most to spawn.  Additionally, the 
dam removal will make it easier for kayak-
ers, canoeists, and other lovers of the out-
doors to enjoy the river system which has 
been undergoing a steady and impressive 
ecological comeback over the years.

George Douglas started his fishing busi-
ness in 1991 on the Salmon River in up-
state New York. He created Salmon River 
Success Magazine which became the 
foundation of the business. With the 
magazine distributed throughout the north-
east, George's guide service thrived, giv-
ing him an opportunity to teach anglers 
the art of salmon, trout and steelhead fish-
ing.   
 
George published his first book, titled The 
Complete Guide to the Salmon River, 
which quickly became "the Bible" for an-
glers who fished this river. With the suc-
cess of that book, he went on to write five 
more titles. These books have contributed 
greatly to the fishing industry, educating 
and improving many anglers.   
 
He eventually moved to Washington State 
to learn about salmon and steelhead runs 
out of the salt water and to explore the riv-
ers of the west coast. He claims this move 
made him a more complete angler as he 
was introduced to new rivers, styles and 
techniques.
