Designer:  Lance Egan 
  
Hook:   Any curved "scud"type hook in sizes 14 thru 20.  
Thread:  UTC 70  in red.  
Head/bead:  Nickel tungsten or small pearl glass bead.  
Tail:    Pheasant tail fibers,4 to 8 dependent on hook size.  
Abdomen:   Large, pearl Mylar wrapped over red thread.  
Thorax:    Rainbow sow scud dubbing from Wapsi. 
 
1: Tie in tail 1/2 way around the bend in the hook, make sure to only leave 1 or 2 
 mm. of fibers for length. (about 1 hook gap) 
  
2: Tie in about 3'' of Mylar where the tails tie in, Wrap a thin body of thread up to 
 the bead, then wrap the Mylar over the thread. Pull the Mylar back towards the 
 tail and give a few thread wraps down the hook shank, Use the rainbow Sow 
 Scud dubbing to form a thorax about 1 1/2 times bigger than the bead 
 head.3,Pull the milar over the thorax  for a wing case and tie off leaving a small 
 hotspot collar. 
  

This fly is a killer on the rainbows in the Pequest River.   
Tie some up!

The AMC's Mohican Outdoor Center is located at 50 Camp Road in Blairstown, N.J. 
 
Driving Directions:  
 
From New York City, western Connecticut, and points North:  
 
1) Take the New York Thruway South (Interstate 87 South) to Interstate 287 South to 
Interstate 80 West. 
OR Take the George Washington Bridge to Interstate 80 West. 
2) Take Interstate 80 West to Route 521 North (Exit 12, Hope, N.J.). Take the right 
fork of the exit and follow signs for Blairstown. 
3) Take Route 521 North to Route 94 and turn left to head south. 
4) Take Route 94 South for 1.1 miles through Blairstown to Mohican Road and turn 
right on Mohican Road. 
5) Follow directions below from Mohican Road. 
 
From central New Jersey:  
 
1) Take Route 31 North until it ends in Buttzville, N.J. and intersects with Route 46. 
2) Turn left on Route 46 West and follow for about 1 mile to Route 519. 
3) Take Route 519 North to Route 521 North in Hope, N.J. 
4) Take Route 521 North to Route 94 and turn left to head south. 
5) Take Route 94 South for 1.1 miles through Blairstown to Mohican Road. 
6) Turn right on Mohican Road. 
7) Follow directions below from Mohican Road. 
 
From Mohican Road:  
 
1) Follow Mohican Road 3.5 miles to Gaisler Road. CAUTION:  This is a winding road 
with several forks; always bear right at the forks. 
2) Turn left and take Gaisler Road for 1/2 mile. 
3) Turn right onto Camp Road (just before the "Children Playing" sign). Camp Road 
turns into a dirt road. 
4) Cross the Appalachian Trail. 
5) You will come to an unlocked gate; drive through. 
6) The lodge on the left and a double garage on the right, stop, park, and come in to 
the lodge to do some fly tying.
