Picacho Lodge is located near 
large populations of brown and rainbow trout in pristine waters!  The Picacho 
river valley is remote and steep.  The lodge uses pontoon boats to access re-
mote areas of the river where fishing pressure is practically non-existent! 



JEFFERSON DAYS  
FISHING DERBY 

 
 
On July 11, 2009 we are again running the 
Jefferson Day’s Fishing Derby.  This 
event draws dozens and dozens of chil-
dren and their parents.  We register the 
children and then measure and document 
the fish caught.  Of course, we conclude 
with an awards ceremony.  There is simply 
no greater satisfaction than to see the 
smiles on the kids faces!    Registration 
begins at noon.  The derby runs from 1-3 
p.m.  We need help setting up, registering 
the kids and handing out awards. 
 
When:  Saturday July 11, 2009. 
  
Where:  Weldon Road Youth Fishing Edu-
cation Pond across from the Jefferson 
Twp. middle and high schools on Weldon 
Road in Jefferson Twp. 
  
What to bring:  A measuring tape and a 
pencil.  We should have some extras for 
those who forget.  Also, sunscreen and 
bug repellent although I don’t recall the 
bugs being bad in past derbies. 
 
What is involved:  Register kids by writing 
their names, age and hometown on a 3 x 5 
index card.  From 1-3 we measure all fish 
caught (and help release them) and write 
down the species and the length of each 
fish caught on those index cards that the 
kids will have with them. 
  
Note on parking:  Jefferson Twp police 
close off parts of Weldon Road at/by 10:30 
AM.  You should either plan to arrive be-
fore 10:30 a.m. or be prepared to walk 
from parking areas further away from the 
pond.

This derby is NOT limited to Jefferson resi-
dents so bring your children, grandchil-
dren, etc.  The derby is open for kids aged 
0 – 15.  Anglers must bring their own rods 
and reels and bait or lures.
