NJ FISH AND WILDLIFE NEWS  
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PHOTO CONTEST 
 
The NJ Dept. of Environmental Protection has 
launched a photo contest in conjunction with the 
50th anniversary of the signing of the first Green 
Acres Bond Act. Since 1961, voters have ap-
proved every bond act put before them, resulting 
in the protection of 650,000 acres of open space 
and development of hundreds of outdoor recrea-
tional facilities.  
 
The contest is open to anyone six years of age or 
older. The goal is to photograph a New Jersey 
park or open space property that is preserved 
with Green Acres funds. Many of these properties 
are marked with distinctive green and white 
"Green Acres" signs. The deadline for submis-
sions is Oct. 16.  
 
In addition to hundreds of municipal and county 
projects such as parks and playgrounds, most 
State Parks, State Forests and Wildlife Manage-
ment Areas have been funded with Green Acres 
money.

TROUT IN THE CLASSROOM 
 
Star-Ledger videographer Andre Malok recently 
accompanied students from Passaic High School 
who released brook trout raised in their class-
room into the Musconetcong River at Stevens 
State Park in Hackettstown. The activity was part 
of New Jersey's Trout in the Classroom (TIC) 
program, a  science-based, supplementary edu-
cational program made possible through a part-
nership between the NJDEP Division of Fish and 
Wildlife and Trout Unlimited.  
 
Teachers using the program provide a unique ex-

perience for their students and effectively teach 
lessons in a variety of disciplines. TIC teaches 
students about the importance of conservation 
through a hands-on approach to learning. 
Through the process of raising brook trout from 
eggs, provided by the division's Pequest Trout 
Hatchery, to fingerlings, students learn about the 
importance of clean cold water, not only for the 
fish they are raising, but also for other wildlife and 
for people.

8TH ANNUAL TEEN ANGLERS  
YOUTH DAY 
 
The NJDEP Division of Fish and Wildlife will host 
the 8th Annual Teen Anglers Youth Day at the 
Pequest Trout Hatchery and Natural Resource 
Education Center in Oxford, Warren County on 
July 23. Teen Anglers is a national non-profit or-
ganization dedicated to teaching teenagers life 
skills via fishing. There is no fee for youths ages 
12 through 19 to participate in the organization, 
but they must maintain a "C" grade average and 
attend fishing and boating safety classes in order 
to stay involved. The event will run from 9:00 
a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  
 
The Teen Anglers Youth Day will provide an op-
portunity to fish for rainbow trout in the education 
pond. Anglers will be allowed to catch-
photograph-and-release as many trout as they 
want, and keep one (18" or greater), so please 
bring a cooler w/ice. Teens who have some back-
ground in fishing are encouraged to bring their 
own lures or flies. Barbs on the lures or flies will 
be pinched so that all anglers (both newcomers

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Directions to Mohican Outdoor Center 
Fly Tying the Second Wednesday of every month! 
6:30 PMðApril 13, 2011 
 
The AMC's Mohican Outdoor Center is located at 50 Camp Road in Blairstown, N.J. 
 
Driving Directions: 
 
From New York City, western Connecticut, and points North: 
 
1) Take the New York Thruway South (Interstate 87 South) to Interstate 287 South to 
Interstate 80 West. 
OR Take the George Washington Bridge to Interstate 80 West. 
2) Take Interstate 80 West to Route 521 North (Exit 12, Hope, N.J.). Take the right 
fork of the exit and follow signs for Blairstown. 
3) Take Route 521 North to Route 94 and turn left to head south. 
4) Take Route 94 South for 1.1 miles through Blairstown to Mohican Road and turn 
right on Mohican Road. 
5) Follow directions below from Mohican Road. 
 
From central New Jersey: 
 
1) Take Route 31 North until it ends in Buttzville, N.J. and intersects with Route 46. 
2) Turn left on Route 46 West and follow for about 1 mile to Route 519. 
3) Take Route 519 North to Route 521 North in Hope, N.J. 
4) Take Route 521 North to Route 94 and turn left to head south. 
5) Take Route 94 South for 1.1 miles through Blairstown to Mohican Road. 
6) Turn right on Mohican Road. 
7) Follow directions below from Mohican Road. 
 
From Mohican Road: 
 
1) Follow Mohican Road 3.5 miles to Gaisler Road. CAUTION: This is a winding road 
with several forks; always bear right at the forks. 
2) Turn left and take Gaisler Road for 1/2 mile. 
3) Turn right onto Camp Road (just before the "Children Playing" sign). Camp Road 
turns into a dirt road. 
4) Cross the Appalachian Trail. 
5) You will come to an unlocked gate; drive through. 
6) The lodge on the left and a double garage on the right, stop, park, and come in to 
the lodge to do some fly tying.

and seasoned anglers) will be fishing with 
barbless hooks. Bait (worms) will be pro-
vided free of charge. 
 
Participants may bring their own tackle or 
use the Division's equipment. Unlike most 
Teen Anglers events, there will be no boat 
fishing - all angling will be done from the 
shore. Participants are also encouraged 
to bring along a friend to introduce them 
to the sport so they'll always have a fish-
ing buddy.  
 
Teen Anglers is a non-profit organization 
based out of Florida with chapters 
throughout the country, including New 
Jersey. Chapter organizers use Teen An-
glers' curriculum to teach boating and 
fishing safety and ethics. Some members 
participate in tournaments hosted by Teen 
Anglers, though competition is not the pri-
mary focus of the organization. The pro-
gram seeks to instill positive life skills that 
include open communication, healthy rec-
reation and relaxation, and concern and 

commitment to improving waterbodies 
and natural resources. For more informa-
tion or to join Teen Anglers visit http://
teenanglers.org/ .  
 
The Pequest Trout Hatchery and Natural 
Resource Education Center is New Jer-
sey's only trout hatchery that is also de-
voted to fishing education. Fishing educa-
tion programs are run at the hatchery from 
April through November for visitors aged 8 
through adult in partnership with New Jer-
sey Trout Unlimited and the Division's 
Wildlife Conservation Corps. Nearly 1,500 
people attend fishing education programs 
at Pequest every year. The hatchery 
raises 700,000 brook, brown and rainbow 
trout annually for stocking in public wa-
ters.  
 
The Teen Anglers Youth Day program is 
free of charge, but registration is required. 
Lunch (hot dogs, chips) will be provided.
