Driving Directions: 
 
From New York City, western Connecticut, and points North: 
 
1) Take the New York Thruway South (Interstate 87 South) to Interstate 287 South to 
Interstate 80 West. 
OR Take the George Washington Bridge to Interstate 80 West. 
2) Take Interstate 80 West to Route 521 North (Exit 12, Hope, N.J.). Take the right 
fork of the exit and follow signs for Blairstown. 
3) Take Route 521 North to Route 94 and turn left to head south. 
4) Take Route 94 South for 1.1 miles through Blairstown to Mohican Road and turn 
right on Mohican Road. 
5) Follow directions below from Mohican Road. 
 
From central New Jersey: 
 
1) Take Route 31 North until it ends in Buttzville, N.J. and intersects with Route 46. 
2) Turn left on Route 46 West and follow for about 1 mile to Route 519. 
3) Take Route 519 North to Route 521 North in Hope, N.J. 
4) Take Route 521 North to Route 94 and turn left to head south. 
5) Take Route 94 South for 1.1 miles through Blairstown to Mohican Road. 
6) Turn right on Mohican Road. 
7) Follow directions below from Mohican Road. 
 
From Mohican Road: 
 
1) Follow Mohican Road 3.5 miles to Gaisler Road. CAUTION: This is a winding road 
with several forks; always bear right at the forks. 
2) Turn left and take Gaisler Road for 1/2 mile. 
3) Turn right onto Camp Road (just before the "Children Playing" sign). Camp Road 
turns into a dirt road. 
4) Cross the Appalachian Trail. 
5) You will come to an unlocked gate; drive through. 
6) The lodge on the left and a double garage on the right, stop, park, and come in to 
the lodge to do some fly tying.

NEW JERSEY GREEN ACRES  

PROGRAM 
 

New Jersey's Green Acres Program, 
which began in 1961, is celebrating its 
50th anniversary.  It is the oldest, continu-
ous state-supported open space program 
in the country and one of its most suc-
cessful. 
 
Together with public and nonprofit part-
ners, the Green Acres Program has di-
rectly protected 650,000 acres of open 
space and provided hundreds of outdoor 
recreational facilities around the state. It 
has received overwhelming public support 
over the years with voters authorizing 
$3.1 billion through the approval of all 13 
bond referendums put before them. 
 
Roughly a third of the acreage preserved 
through the program, 217,838 acres, has 
been incorporated into the state Wildlife 
Management Area system. Open for mul-
tiple use by the public, WMAs provide 
some of the best hunting, fishing, birding 
and outdoor recreation locations in the 
state. 
 
In addition to events to be held throughout 
the year at dozens of properties acquired 
or developed with Green Acres funds, 
there will be a contest for the public to 
showcase photographs of Green Acres 
properties.

GEORGE DOUGLAS

George Douglas started his fishing busi-
ness in 1991 on the Salmon River in up-
state New York. He created Salmon River 
Success Magazine which became the 
foundation of the business. With the 
magazine distributed throughout the north-
east, George's guide service thrived, giv-
ing him an opportunity to teach anglers 
the art of salmon, trout and steelhead fish-
ing.   
 
George published his first book, titled The 
Complete Guide to the Salmon River, 
which quickly became "the Bible" for an-
glers who fished this river. With the suc-
cess of that book, he went on to write five 
more titles. These books have contributed 
greatly to the fishing industry, educating 
and improving many anglers.   
 
He eventually moved to Washington State 
to learn about salmon and steelhead runs 
out of the salt water and to explore the riv-
ers of the west coast. He claims this move 
made him a more complete angler as he 
was introduced to new rivers, styles and 
techniques.   
 
In 2008, George combined his publishing 
with film by producing Kype Fishing Maga-
zine. Each issue of the magazine comes 
with a DVD featuring the best salmon, 
trout and steelhead fishing on the conti-
nent. The package is produced on a quar-
terly basis, highlighting his own fishing ex-
periences, along with many other articles  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
and features from the industry's top 
guides and fishermen.   
 
George's passion over the years has in-
cluded introducing fishing to  Kids, educat-
ing anglers of all ages, and advocating 
catch and release.   
 
He was inducted into the Freshwater Fish-
ing Hall of Fame in 2010, as one of forty-
eight legendary communicators in the 
sport of freshwater fishing.   
 
Presently, he lives half the year in Ohio as 
a Steelhead Guide, in the Steelhead Alley 
region. The other half of the year he is 
back home fishing the west coast rivers.

His presentation is 
sure to be exciting and educational!  We 
all can use some salmon and steelhead 
fishing tips!
